Educational and socio-legal status of deaf persons in BiH
A team of scientists (three doctors and two masters) from the University of Tuzla, under the direction of dr.sc.Husnija Hasanbegović, have successfully implemented the project entitled Educational and socio-legal status of deaf people in BiH. This project is financed by Federal Ministry for Education and Science, as project of importance to the Federation. Scientific team for the period of 40 years has performed a retrospective analysis and evaluation of educational, employment and social status of deaf people in the Federation and the Republic of Serbian, and informed the federal Ministry of Education about the results of scientific research and specific proposals for measures to solve the set research problem in society when it comes to subject populations. The results point that in BiH, the rehabilitation of deaf children in the past 40 years, or it is not based on the postulates of knowledge about characteristics of this population, or it is an obvious neglect of relevant ministries, and it is indicated by their employment status and the extremely low level social status. According to this survey, about 95% deaf in the records for employment and at the expense of the community, which the state is losing huge amounts of money, because it is a population that is mentally healthy and capable of working.
