Knowledge-Ignorance
Knowledge is a set of facts, permanently preserved in man, which man can in a short time interval by own or someone else request reproduce, show. EVERYTHING ELSE BELONGS to ignorance, and ignorance is the acknowledgment of ignorance. IF a man look back and objectively see its quantum of knowledge, a man will see that it is very little, almost insignificant COMPARED TO QUANTUM of ignorance, and then a man will be able to validate only their efforts, BUT NOT KNOWLEDGE. However, there is in man animosity towards IGNORANCE, AND HE DOES NOT ADMIT IT, probably BECAUSE IGNORANCE RESULTING IN FAILURE. Often encountering with their own and others ignorance while searching for knowledge, I remember the sentence from my student days: “Animal knows, but does not know that it knows, a man knows and knows he knows”. This sentence makes sense, because a lot of knowledge that animals have are not the result of learning from their ancestors or other animals, which are often unfairly attributed to instinct (such as a bird known to build their nest, without other birds  teaching them about it, the cows and cats swim without instruction, etc.). The man knows that he knows, and believes that the animal does not know that they know, so its ignorance about animal man mark it as the animal instinct, and in this way pays tribute to ignorance, though, at man, some little knowledge is not a result of learning. Man gains knowledge by learning from its predecessor, personal experience and from people in their environment, and then hand it to the people in the environment or generations. It follows that a man knows he does not know, but for some reason it is very difficult to admit it, though one more student than teacher. On several occasions, I have confirmed my thesis on the admission of ignorance by asking respondents their final question: Do you know that? I never got an answer I do not know. Mostly the answers I received: I knew it, I cannot remember, I knew, but I forgot, etc. For these reasons, I did research on a sample of 54 people, by testing with offered Fictional - imaginary claims and offered answers that respondents had to circle: 1. I know; 2. I know but I am not sure; 3. I know, but cannot currently remember; 4. I knew but I forgot and 5. I do not know - the only correct answer; and publish the results of survey, which indicate that the respondents in 99% of cases, preferring to know or knew but forgot to respond to offered Fictional claims, and thus hide their ignorance.
